	Providing students and parents with the knowledge about the consequences of drug addiction, drinking alcohol and smoking.
Increasing the students’ self confidence.

Provide the students and their parents with facts about HIV and AIDS as well as eating disorders.

	Collecting materials on the prevention of addictions and make them accessible to all students.

Tutor’s lessons on addictions and self confidence.

Open events like the “Preventive picnic” – an annual cultural event in the Polish school.

Posters on HIV and AIDS or eating disorders in classrooms and the school corridor.

Observing students during breaks, lessons, after school activities and school discos.

Don’t allow strangers in school grounds and surrounding area.
