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What is UNICEF?

UNICEF is the International Children’s Emergency Fund of the United Nations. It is one of developmental and political agencies of the United Nations.
Foundation

UNICEF was set up on 11th December 1946 to help, first of all, children in Europe after the Second World War.

What does UNICEF do?

Today the International Children’s Emergency Fund of the United Nations works

particularly in developing countries and conflict areas. In about 160 states

UNICEF supports children and mothers in the fields of: Health, Family planning,

Hygiene, Food, Education and renders humanitarian aid in emergency situations.

Among other things UNICEF works against the commitment of child soldiers and

for the protection of refugees.
Where does the money come form and how is its use controlled?

UNICEF finances itself exclusively from voluntary contributions of private donors and governments. The national committees contribute about a third of the money for the international work of UNICEF. Two thirds of the money come from voluntary government contributions.

Which objective does UNICEF have?

The objective of UNICEF is to improve the living conditions of children and to

enforce the rights for every child. One of the most important objectives is to care about a children-friendly world.

In the medium-term strategic plan 2006-2009 UNICEF decided on five priorities:

1. Arrangements in order to safeguard survival and evolution of children

2. Basic education and sexual equality

3. Children and HIV/AIDS

4. Child protection

5. Political commitment for rights of children

UNICEF and volunteers

Work abroad

Many people turn to UNICEF with the wish, to support the projects abroad in an

active way. However, a cooperation in other countries is often difficult to

develop:

1. In general a specific education of the helpers and a careful planning of their commitment is necessary.

2. Native workers must not be replaced through foreign personnel.

3. At UNICEF only a limited demand for international specialists exists. UNICEF cooperates in the partner countries with local aid agencies and public facilities. In addition, many UNICEF-Programs are created by the population itself.

4. UNICEF Germany does not provide any employees abroad, other organisations are responsible for that matter. You can find them on the

UNICEF web page. But UNICEF invites you to commit yourself to one of the 120 German UNICEF teams.
